The 
original copy must be 
mailed to the OAVT, and 
it must be less than 6 
months old when you 
submit it. 

Congrats! 
You officially become an RVT when 

you have completed all of the 
required steps, and OAVT staff have 
processed the steps in your account.

Your Pending Membership will 
automatically become an RVT 

Membership.

Pass the 
VTNE.

Take the Professionalism 
& Ethics Workshop 
(P&E Workshop) in your
 final year of school.

NOTE: Once you become a Pending Member of the OAVT, you have two consecutive membership renewal 
cycles to complete the required steps to become an RVT. (Membership renewal cycle = June 1 to May 31).
